What is Agriculture Science Education?
The agriculture education program is built on the three core areas of classroom/laboratory instruction, supervised agriculture experience programs, and FFA student organization activities/opportunities. The program is designed for delivery through these three components as follows:

Classroom/Laboratory Instruction – quality instruction in and about agriculture that utilizes a “learning by doing” philosophy. 

· Supervised Agriculture Experience Programs – all students are expected to have an agriculturally related work-based learning experience while enrolled in agriculture education courses. 

· FFA Student Organization activities/opportunities – FFA activities are in integral part of the agricultural education program that all agricultural education students should participate are to fully benefit from their enrollment in the program. 
Classroom Expectations and Procedures 
· All students are expected to complete assignments on time. 

· Students are expected to keep notes, class work, homework, and projects in their notebook. A notebook is provided to each student and may be kept in the classroom. 
· Students will not be allowed to take summative assessments if all work is NOT completed for that assessment the day prior to the assessment. Students that do not take the summative assessment on the day that it is given must complete the work prior to scheduling a makeup assessment. Makeup assessments will be given taken during lunch. 

· There will be a date for each nine weeks. An “Incomplete” will be assigned and work can be made up with the teacher during breaks to replace their incomplete. 

· Students may retake an assessment ONCE. It will be a different test and the student must complete remediation as scheduled by the teacher or complete an assignment that the teacher deems necessary. 

· Guided Study will be assigned to students when they meet one or both of the following scenarios:
· When the student has an Incomplete (INC) and is missing one or more summative assessment. 

· When the student has an Incomplete (INC) and is missing three or more formative assessments.
